
• There are five rounds

• Round 1 – Connecting Letters (last letter of each answer will be the 
first letter of the next answer)

• Round 2 – Culture and Entertainment
• Round 3 – History and Politics
• Round 4 – Geography
• Round 5 – Connections

• All five rounds have 11 questions. On rounds 1-4, the first ten questions 
are worth 2 marks and the 11th question is a 5 mark gamble question 
with 5 marks awarded for a correct answer but with 5 marks deducted 
for an incorrect answer.

• Round 5 is exactly the same as rounds 1-4 except the gamble question is 
worth 10 marks. The 11th question will simply be “What is the 
connection?”

• A joker will double the points for a round and can be played on any 
round apart from round 1.
