	Children to go outside and take photos using the iPads! (CT to also take photos on camera). 

Put photos on IWB in pod and discuss with children what they think might have happened and why. Who do they think has crash landed? How can we help?!  

Encourage chn to write a poster warning others of the crash landing/write what has happened in our school! “Look out! A space ship has crashed at school!” Provide word mats on writing table to support children.

	Learning objective: Uses phonetic knowledge to write simple sentences and words with sounds in sequence.

	Model writing a wanted poster “Can you see a red spotty alien?”

In adult directed time, children to choose a picture of the alien that they think crash landed the space ship. Chn to then write a description of the alien.
HA children to write the sentence “Can you see a ______ alien. 
MA children to label the alien using their fred fingers.
LA children to use widgets that best describe the alien and stick on next to their aliens.

	Revisit the launch – showing pictures of the event on the IWB. Yesterday some of us though an alien could be in our school! What do you think the alien might look like? Children to discuss this with their talk partners. 
Look at the poster of all different characters (aliens, astronaut’s, monsters) and explain we are going to try and find out who was driving the space ship! Children to suggest who they think was driving the space ship and why. Ask them to describe each character to their talk partner and make notes on the poster.
