Portuguese is one of the most widely spoken languages in the world. It is the official language of nine countries, including Portugal, Brazil, Mozambique, Angola, Cape Verde, Guinea-Bissau, São Tomé and Príncipe, East Timor, and Equatorial Guinea.
Portuguese is also spoken in regions like Macau (China) and Goa (India), as well as by immigrant communities in many countries such as the United States, France, and Luxembourg.
There are different varieties of Portuguese – Eurpeoan Portuguese and Brazilian Portuguese are the most common. While they share the same roots, there are differences in pronunciation, vocabulary and even grammar.
